Economic Development Director: I reviewed Maine Municipal Salary Survey for
communities our size and location. I have included a spreadsheet showing my results. If
the council decides to fund the position we should consider including it in the upcoming
budget. Maine and Company is a company that works with businesses looking to locate
to Maine. I talked to Ashley Pringle from Maine and Company about what our
community can do make us a possible destination for a company looking to expand into
Maine. She stated that a package listing potential sites in our community, description of
buildings on site and acreage available and information of local infrastructure would be
useful to them.

Currently reviewing the budget to date and reviewing items for the proposed 2018
budget. I am looking for areas to save money without reducing services.

ATV Access: I talked to Dan Summers about a possible ordinance that we could use to
outline potential routes and requirements for allowing ATV routes to area businesses. 1
would like to recommend to the council a committee consisting of myself, Dan Summers,
a member of the ATV community, a council member and a member(s) of the community
to work on an ordinance that would accommodate ATV users, support local businesses
and provide safeguards to the local community.

There is a meeting with the EPA concerning the process going forward for the mill site at
2 pm on Wednesday February 15" at the town office. Any interested councilor is
welcome to attend. Please remember that if there are four councilors present we have a
quorum. One topic is if the site qualifies for Brownfield or given its size and scope is it
considered a superfund site.

Dan Summers, Officer John Walsh and I went to Enfield for a meeting with Town
Manager Thurlow and the Enfield Board of Selectmen to discuss possible options for
Lincoln providing some form of coverage for them. The time period stressed was from
May to September. They are still exploring options and both parties agreed to continue
dialog and possible future meetings.



6) Workers Compensation is expected to increase above the anticipated 6 % amount. Our
experience mod rose from 0.74 in FY 16 to 1.38 in FY 17 representing an increase of
46%. This is based on the number and severity of the claims experienced.

7) We heard from representatives from the three unions that they were giving us the 120 day
notice of their intent to begin negotiating for new contracts. The three unions represent
Public Works, Fire and Police. I was also informed that the employees at the transfer
station were considering union representation as well.

8) Ireceived a letter from William Diggins asking for a letter of support for Health Access
Network sent to local legislatures to highlight their concerns that a significant portion of
the federal funding to support Community Health Centers, like Health Access Network,
is set to expire at the end of September. This is referred to as the Primary Care Cliff.
Unless the Health Centers Program is reauthorized before that deadline, Health Access
Network and all of Maine’s Community Health Centers will lose approximately 70%-
80% of their federal base grant funding. Such a loss would be devastating to Health
Access Network, but also to our residents who depend on them for their affordable
medical, dental, and behavioral health services.

Recent Activities

The Economic Development Committee completed our series of Proto-plan Economic Strategy
Meetings January 28 when 37 citizens gathered at Gillmor's Restaurant to finish supplying potential
Solutions to the seven most important Issues they had identitied at the first meeting November 19 at
Region III. The task was completed through efficient but energetic input from all who wanted to have
their say. In total, 169 Lincolnians dedicated three Saturday mornings to think about Lincoln's future.

I believe the sentiment aired at the public meetings can be summarized in this way.

1.

Lincoln is in economic difficulty and our future prosperity is in peril. Participants expressed a
sense of urgency about halting further decay ot our economy and the need to rebuild for a
prosperous future for our children and grand-children.

Our greatest need is for a replacement of at least some of the lost mill jobs: jobs that will
support a family, come with good benefits, and provide a career. These jobs will probably be
provided only by industry, either expanding or new.

New industries will probably not discover and move to Lincoln on their own, without outreach
to attract them. We can hope that they will, but hope 1s not a strategy.

Lincoln needs to aggressively market ourselves to businesses that are looking for a location
where they might move or expand.

We should hire the services of a Director of Economic Development capable of taking Lincoln's
story to the World, probably targeting consulting firms who conduct 'site searches' for industries
looking to move or expand.

This Director's salary will place added stress on next year's Town Budget. Committees are
already beginning their work on our 2018 budget, so we urge the Council to inform them of the
need to provide necessary funding for this new position.

Other avenues of potential growth should be pursued aggressively, such as tourism, retail
businesses, health care, and becoming a community friendly to retirees and commuters. But
these kinds of economic growth will not supply the good family-supporting jobs that will be
necessary to keep and attract new young people who intend to spend their lives in Lincoln.

In Summary: Lincoln should hire a Director of Economic Development, and we should
do it soon. Budget committees should begin making preparations for it now.



Health Centers and Medicaid:

Working Together

Health centers and Medicaid work together to provide coverage and access for some of the most vulnerable
Americans. -Health centers are the health care home for more than 25 million patients, 49% of whom are
covered by Medicaid. Nationally, health centers care for more than 1 in 6 of all Medlcald beneficiaries.

Health centers save the Medicaid program 56 billion-annually, and health center patients with Medicaid have
lower utilization of costly hospital and emergency. department-related services compared to patients at other
providers. A recent.landmark stud\,r of 13 states found that -health centers save Medicaid, on average, 52,371
(or 24%) per.vear in'total cost of care when compared to other providers:

Con?ress recognized the vital role'of health centers within'Medicaid by creating a‘unique pi ctive'paymen
system that.ensures predictability.and stability for every health center while'saving Medlcald money overall
Even wﬂhout any.reduction to Medicaid benefits and eligibility, eliminating this payment system alone would
result 'in aloss of rotghly 30% of:health centers’Medicaid revenue nationwide — for many health'centers, the
figure could'be even higher.
