This is the Town of Lincoln’s 182" Annual Report, which serves to chronicle the Town's
events, achievements and challenges. This report contains information, including financial
reporting, for the fiscal year starting July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2015.

| am pleased to report that the Town continues to make progress on several fronts, despite
a challenging national, state, and local economy. | will highlight those that have had the most
impact on our residents. Some of the highlights were the formation of the Town Office Ad Hoc
Committee, the work of the Economic Development Committee, the success of the EMS Service
and our shared services. The shared services have been with various surrounding communities
for the Animal Control Officer, Recreation Programs and use of the Public Works equipment.
Each of these had a financial benefit to the Town of Lincoln. There was also the formation of a
Tax Increment Finance Committee that has established the TIF budget and guidelines that can be
used as we move forward. |1 would like residents to know that aside from providing the services
that are enjoyed daily, employees work each and every day to identify ways and means that we
can provide those same services less expensively. As always, it's about continuous improvement,
not perfection.

The widening of West Broadway Project began during FY15 and paving was done on
Mechanic Street, Buckley Avenue, Bedford Farm Road and Mountain View Drive. FY15 also
saw many positive changes at the Transfer Station, the Public Safety Department and the
Recreation Department. The Reserve account has a balance of $661,146.24, the Reserve Capital
has $243,197.45, the Reserve Trust has $279,744.66, the Unassigned Fund Balance is
$2,096,444.41 and the local taxes decreased by 13.66%.

With difficult economic times before us, we are continuing to defer capital
improvements; which unfortunately only postpones the inevitable. At some point the residents
will need to replace many capital items such as equipment and building improvements. This past
year we have appropriated money from the Unassigned Fund Balance to help with some of the
unexpected needs of the buildings and equipment. There were some projects that went unfunded
and capital projects that were delayed to another year. Eventually the Town will be faced with a
major bond issue to cover the cost of purchasing several pieces of equipment that are essential to
providing the services our residents expect.

I have enjoyed serving as Lincoln’s Town Manager and working toward meeting the
needs of our residents, while at the same time trying to keep those services affordable. My
gratitude is extended to the Department Managers and to the Town Council for working together
to make this happen.

Enough signatures were gathered and it was put on the ballot where the
measure was defeated. Whether you were for or against the Town Office project, it was good to
see that the Charter worked as it was set up to do.

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Finance Department
By Melissa D. Quintela, Treasurer/General Assistance Administrator

This report highlights the responsibilities of the finance department, such as general
assistance and other fund management projects. One of the major projects this year was the
application for the $1.2 million bond for the West Broadway widening project. The bond was
applied for with the Maine Municipal Bond Bank and we are awaiting the closing of the loan
documents.

The Town of Lincoln reduced the FY2015 budget
by 13.66% compared to the previous Fiscal year. The chart
to the right shows how every tax dollar paid in FY2015 is
spent. Forty nine cents (.49) is paid to RSU #67; forty six
cents (.46) stays with the Town for services; and five cents
(.05) is paid to the County government for the jails, sheriff B couny
department, and other services. 5%

The Town’s audit was again performed by Maine Audit Services. There were no issues
during or after the audit this fiscal year. This coming year we will have a new TIF district to
work with, Bangor Gas. We have opened a separate bank account that these funds are deposited
in to and created new expense accounts to accurately track these funds. The State of Maine
requires that TIF funds not be mixed in with the general fund money collected through property
tax, excise tax and revenues.

We have been accepting credit cards for payment at the town offigleniast two years
Prior to this, the counter clerks were constantly asked about accepting Girt®e we started
taking them, there has been a steadyease in the use of these carlfge tend to sean
upwardtrend for the summer montles seasonal residents and tourists stop in to register their
ATV s a nlduseé thimsersice the customer pays $1.00 or 2.5% of their purchase
whichever is grater.

The Town Council, Town Manager and our legal team at Eaton Peabody

worked with interested parties, and we were able to sell the park to someone who had experience
running one and paid off all of thedd liens, water and sewer bills.
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General Assistance/Heating Assistance:

In addition to General Assistance | also represent the Salvation Army in this area. The
Salvation Army has given me a small budget that is paid out of the local Key Bank. The town is
not responsible for these funds in any way, | simply write a voucher for the vendor and they
request payment from Key Bank. | have made use of the funds several times this year for
Heating Assistance, clothing and lodging for emergency situations that did not qualify for
General Assistance.

This office processed 47 applications for Heating Assistance and approved 34 of those
applicants, totaling 94 people. In the past we have approved 100 gallons of Heating Fuel but
since the donations were low this year we decided to do 50 gallons for each client. Thankfully
the cost of fuel was down and we were able to stretch the $5000.00 that we had to work with.

The fund was depleted in February and we were no longer able to take applications. We
received a few more donations after stopping applications but not enough to open the application
process back up. The donations received will be put into the reserve account and used for next
year’s heating season.

Ann Morrison has been training to be my backup for General Assistance. She has
conducted interviews with clients and followed through with the determination of eligibility.
She will be able to provide coverage if | am out of the office for any length of time. Ann has
been a great help this year, as she has helped with General Assistance, Heating Assistance and
Salvation Army.
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Assessing/Code Enforcement, Events and Passport Department

This year has been challenging to say the least. Code Enforcement officer Amanda Woodard
applied for and was selected as the new Town Clerk to replace Shelly Crosby in March. Bruce
Arnold was hired on May 12, 2015 as the new Code Enforcement Officer. | performed all
functions in this office for a period of 2 and 1/2 months. 1 would like to thank the community as
a whole for their patience. | certainly did not have the time to respond to all your questions and
concerns as timely as | would have liked, but hopefully, you got your concerns addressed. Bruce
has a learning curve ahead of him, but he brings a lot of experience beneficial for the job with

him.

Assessing:

1 The mill and the Town set the valuation of the mill by mutual agreement. The

mill had requested a significant decrease in valuation due to the explosion of the
recovery boiler and the subsequent layoff of 200 workers and the cessation of
paper processing. We mutually agreed on a 48% reduction.

Department of revenue conducted a new more vigorous audit of the Business
Equipment Tax Exemption applications. The audit found the office not in
compliance for several reasons. Depreciation not applied on some applications, no
forms had the assessor’s signature on them approving them, the equipment lists
were not detailed enough, and some of the equipment was not deemed to qualify
as it was retail. I still have issues with some of the determinations they made. The
deficiencies have been corrected.

Permits issued for calendar year 2015 was 172, Total revenues were $30,211.00.
Every estimated revenue line item from permits were met or exceeded.

Code Enforcement maintained the roll of loss control/safety officer by working
with Robert Thomas, Maine Municipal Loss Control.

This year it continued to be the year of chickens and goats. The Planning Board
amended the definition to allow 6 hens no roosters. This year it was requested to
allow miniature goats in the Downtown Residential zones. This was voted down.
However, roosters became a real issue for the Animal Control Officer.

Code Enforcement training for shoreland zoning was sponsored at Region 11
vocational school in June.
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I am still working toward resolving two health complaints from the prior year.
The two junkyard issues cleaned up and are now in compliance. 121 Lee Road
changed from being a faulty septic system to a public nuisance. The structure
burned and the debris has yet to be removed. 578 West Broadway changed from
a hole in the side of the West Broadway right of way to a failed septic system.
Zoning amendments were approved for the alternate expansion in the shoreland
zone and amended the area on East Broadway to commercial shoreland and
commercial to allow future development of the waterfront.

Both Land Use and Shoreland Zoning ordinances were updated to reflect the new
map and lot numbers on tax accounts caused by converting from a Mylar paper
mapping system to a GIS system.

Hired a new Code Enforcement Officer in May to replace Amanda Woodard.

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Carry over project from last year was the permitting of an access road to the sea
plane base at the airport. This project ran into a big hurdle when high value
vernal pools were discovered in the land purchased for the road. David Moyse
was hired to map the wetlands adjacent to the airport in the industrial zone to see
just how much of an impact these pools are. Jim Beyer from the Department of
Environmental Protection has assured us these issues can be resolved.

The council awarded the bid for the new Town Office to Sterling Osgood. A
successful petition drive by residents overturned the Council motion. The
Council formulated the Town Office Ad-Hoc committee to review all proposals
for a Town Office and make a recommendation to the Council. These committee
efforts are ongoing. In June they recommended to have an engineer study done
on the Court House building owned by Lee and Shandra Haskell. The proposal if
approved by the Council will go for referendum vote in November.

The Generator Grant for $22,000 was successfully rewritten and a new generator
is installed at the Public Works Garage. The Garage will serve as the Town’s
temporary emergency shelter.

Bangor Gas completed the installation of natural gas down West Broadway into
Lincoln Paper and Tissue. Next year they hope to start adding businesses on
West Broadway to the Natural Gas line.

Residents voted to move forward with the West Broadway widening project in
November. This project is a joint project with the Department Of Transportation
and the Town of Lincoln. The project is anticipated to cost $1,800,000. One
third will be paid by the DOT, one third though payments on a bond by the
Lincoln Paper and Tissue TIF and the Bangor Gas TIF. This project is anticipated
to begin construction in the spring of 2016.

The Corro House was deeded to the Historical Society.

An Easement policy was drafted to allow the Town to recoup the cost for the legal
work associated with granting an easement on Town property.

With the Widening of West Broadway Project approved by voters an Impact Fee
ordinance was drafted and approved by the Town Council. This will allow the
Town to recapture a predictable reasonable return for the investment in the
widening project. The fees the MDOT had been charging was a deterrent to new
business development.

First Wind sold all their assets to SunEdison. A letter of understanding that the
TIF would continue as is was sent to the new company.

TIF amendments to Rollins Wind are underway to establish a Downtown TIF
district. To complete the amendments a downtown plan was needed. As part of
the process to formulate this plan several downtown visioning meetings were
held. The meetings were well attended and many good ideas were passed on to
the Economic Development Committee.

The Big Narrows/Upper Cold Stream Pond Dam repairs have moved forward. An
easement was drafted and signed by property owners Herbert and Terry Ring.
The easement gives the Town of Lincoln and their agents the right to enter onto
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their property for repairs and maintenance of the Dam. The repairs went out to bid
and should be completed in the fall of 2015.

9 This year the Town Council established a TIF Committee. The committee is
charged with formulating the annual budget, reviewing TIF policy and TIF
applications. The Committee successfully updated the TIF policy. The TIF
budget was forwarded to the Town Council for approval. The budget was
approved with a few minor changes recommended by the Council.

1 1 applied for a Northern Regional Borders Commission grant for Three Phase
Power. The grant was denied because a for profit company, in this case Emera,
cannot benefit from grant funds.

91 The Council also established an Economic Development Committee. This
committee has five subcommittees;

1. Marketing Committee

2. Tourism Committee

3. Need Committee

4. Business Development Committee

5. Downtown Development Committee
These committees have been very active and many good recommendations and
ideas are coming out of these committees. The biggest effort is the rebranding and
marketing of Lincoln with a new slogan: “Come for the lakes, stay for the
lifestyle.”

Passporting

| want to thank the citizens of Lincoln, members of the management team, and the professional
men and women of Lincoln Public Safety for displaying dedication and professionalism
throughout the year. Lincoln Public Safety consists of police and fire departments as well as an
ambulance service. The ambulance service has generated a little over $77,000 in revenue for FY
2015 servicing the citizens of Lincoln and surrounding towns. This was made possible by the

partnership formed between East Millinocket and Lincoln in EMS/Ambulance Calls

There was a
noticeable increase in the amount of trucks and cars travelling through the downtown area.
Drivers were urged to pay attention to the crosswalks as there was a heavy presence of
pedestrians walking throughout the downtown area. As the daytime population increased
Officers were busy handling an increase in traffic crashes. Homecoming was a success.
Planners as well as other town employees involved in the logistics of the event worked hard to
ensure minimal problems and complaints. Citizens might have noticed a heavier presence of
police on patrol as well as fire fighters for the fireworks.

In other news for the Lincoln Fire Department, on April 7™ a promotion ceremony took place at
the Mattanawcook Academy for the three fire captains of the Lincoln Fire Department. The
ceremony was open to the public, family and friends. The new captains are Kenny Goslin, Jon
Spearin, and Cory Stratton. Spouses and family took part in the pinning of the captains’ bugles
to their uniforms.

Following the retirement of Deputy Fire Chief Hervey Clay, on May 22", 2015 interviews for
this position took place in the conference room of Health Access Network. The oral board
consisted of Captain Steve Ireland of the Norridgewock Fire Department, Town Manager Ron
Weatherbee and myself. Lieutenant Frank Hammond Jr. was selected for the position.

I also want to extend a thank you and congratulations to Frank “Father” Hammond Sr. for his

many years of dedicated service to the citizens of Lincoln and surrounding mutual aid towns.
Frank was the Safety Officer of the Lincoln Fire Department until his retirement this year. Frank
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and Hervey still remain active with the Call Company, holding monthly meetings at the fire
station.

The calls for service for the fire department increased this year as you can see by the chart
below. Not only do the engineers respond to these fire calls but also respond as a driver of the
primary ambulance when it is dispatched for a medical call. EMS revenues for the Lincoln Fire
Department, as depicted in the chart on the first page, come from the ambulance service.

Both police and fire departments take pride in being involved with the community they serve.
Some of the events have been mentioned earlier; however, | believe it is important to note that
Lincoln Public Safety is also involved with partnerships with other agencies as noted below;

On September 3, 2014 the police department conducted an Active Threat refresher training for
staff at Region 111 prior to the beginning of the school year.

On September 12, 2014 Fire and Police personnel along with other Town officials joined the
public in meeting with the American Legion at Veteran’s Square for a flag raising ceremony,
honoring Lincoln’s Veterans who have given their lives in the defense of freedom.

On September 15, 2014 the police department participated in a Bomb Threat Drill located at the
VA Clinic located on the Access Road. Law Enforcement from Togus Police Department also
participated in the drill. The drill was a success.
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On October 8, 2014 members of public safety, participated in the walk to end domestic violence.
This would be the fourth annual event. This year there were more participants for the walk
which started at the gazebo and continued north on Main Street to Adams Street then to Fleming
Street and back to the gazebo.

The “Save a Life” stakeholders meeting that was held at the Public Safety Building in October
has caught the attention of other groups in Lincoln, such as “Sprint for Life”, “Partnership for a
Healthy Northern Penobscot”, “MeHAF Behavioral Health Planning”and “Northeast
Occupational Exchange”. Save a Life is in the beginning stages of formulating a plan to partner
with the community and create a task force to address the issues of drug addiction.

On October 10, 2014 Lincoln Public Safety welcomed Reverend Cheryl Stratton, pastor of the
Methodist church, to town. Reverend Stratton and Reverend Mike Robinson of the
Congregational Church met with members of public safety to discuss a partnership on issues
effecting citizens of Lincoln. This meeting lead to a stakeholders meeting on October 22, 2014
which expanded the group to include a citizen from Lincoln, a representative of the school
district, members of the police department and Town Office, and an addiction councilor. The
issue discussed was drug addiction and the devastating effects it has on families. The
stakeholders group adopted the name “Save a Life”.

On October 16, 2014 members of public safety attended the Public Safety Banguet held at
Region I1l. Here in Lincoln students who are at the high school level as well as post grads have
the opportunity to prepare themselves for future employment. The hopeful possibility of keeping
Maine’s youngest and brightest right here; a program that allows students to be successful in the
field of their choosing.

On November 21, 2014 a work session for MeHAF Behavioral Health Planning took place in the
conference room of Health Access Network. The main focus of the work session was to gain
ideas from participating stakeholders in the community to address the issue of access to quality
care. These sessions are ongoing.

On April 15" and 16™, 2015 members of public safety participated in Region I1I’s Mock
Interviews for the Public Safety Program. This was a two day event for approximately 3 hours
each day. This gave the students a taste of what the process would be like when applying for
public safety jobs. They prepared resumes and portfolios for presentation during the interview
process.

May 30, 2015 members of Lincoln Public Safety took part in the Memorial Day Parade. The
parade started on Goding Avenue to West Broadway and then into town where the final
ceremony took place at Veterans Square.

On June 6, 2015 members of both departments were on hand at the 4th annual bike rodeo that

took place at Veteran Square. Safety checks and adjustments were made to the children’s bikes
before being allowed to participate in the program. There were over thirty kids present for the
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event. The kids were exposed to the rules of the road which consisted of stopping at stop signs
as well as yielding to traffic. Several parents and volunteers were also present to assist.

The Town of Lincoln can be proud of the men and women who are your public safety team. We
welcome the public to come visit us. If you need a question answered or need to make a

complaint feel free to pop in and visit.

PUBLIC SAFETY
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Public Works/Airport
David Lloyd, Director

This is my fourteenth year serving the residents of Lincoln as the Public Works Director,
and my twenty third year working for the Town of Lincoln. This past fiscal year was one of the
most difficult years to manage the DPW due to budget reductions and the severe winter with
plenty of snow resulting in several line items being overspent. This department receives over 100
calls of service each year from residents, local businesses and contractors that are not on our
annual work plan and those service requests are handled on a priority basis. It would be
impossible to report on all of our work so | have included just some of the highlights throughout
the year.

| attended a Maine Local Roads training class on salting/sanding and saving money. The
class focused on pre-wetting of materials and anti icing methods to prevent the ice and snow
from bonding to the road surface. After attending this training the crew built our own salt brine
maker to reduce our liquid calcium usage. This year was our first winter making and using salt
brine. | am pleased with the results when using this product as a pre-wetting agent during our
sanding operation and feel that it has reduced our sand usage by roughly 10-15% percent. This
year we made and applied over 12,000 gallons of salt brine which relates to a savings of $13,000
versus using liquid calcium as a pre-wetting agent. I am hoping that next year we will have
enough data to be able to determine if using salt brine to pre-treat the roads is worth the time and
effort versus the rewards of using this product in a pre-treating operation.

Our paving projects for this year consisted of Mechanic Street, School Street, Mountain
View Drive, Buckley Ave and also the Bedford Farm Road. Reducing our capital road
construction budget required us to delay some of our road paving projects until economic times
are more stable.

The winter of 2014-2015 was one of the most active weather patterns that |1 can remember
in recent years. The frequent snow storms, high winds and brutal cold weather resulted in this
area of the state having snow on the ground in early November and lasting until late April. My
records show we received 139” of snow at the airport. The high winds which seemed to
accompany every snow storm resulted in the crew spending many hours pushing the snow banks
back even after the storm had passed. Severe winters relate to more expenditures for this
department for items such as salt, sand, fuel and overtime. Last year was our first year of
reducing the plowing schedule between 9pm and 3am, while this would have reduced overtime
on a normal winter by roughly 5%, this year we had more storm events on weekends which
depletes the overtime line item quickly.

This Year we hosted two fly-ins at the Lincoln Regional Airport. In June, 25-30 people
camped out at the Airport campground to attend the Maine Aeronautical Association two day
event. Approximately 25 planes participated in the event, and on Saturday approximately 50
people attended the BBQ that was hosted by Maine Aeronautical Association. The other fly-in
was the Cessna 180-185 club which is a national group that has several hundred members based
across the country. This fly-in was a two day event that brought people from as far away as
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Texas, Vermont and Connecticut to visit our community. The weather was great the entire
weekend and many of the pilots took advantage of that weather to view our area. | talked with
several people from away regarding the airport and campground and they thought that it was a
great idea and many of them said they would return to the area for that reason.

We had to delay our airport tree clearing project because we were not able to get Maine
DEP permits by December 1% which is a requirement to apply for an AIP grant in May. We took
this time to complete a full boundary survey to determine how many trees needed to be removed,
and to develop a plan including haul routes and storage areas for next year.

Plane storage at the airport continues to be a success. The hangar that was purchased with
Federal & State funding through an airport improvement plan grant, currently has a waiting list
during the winter months. Last year we stored five aircraft from Nov-May resulting in an average
of $3,750 in revenue for the winter.

I have enjoyed serving as Lincoln’s Public Works Director and serving the residents of
Lincoln but the success of this department falls on the great team of employees that | have had
the privilege of managing. These employees spend countless hours keeping the roads, sidewalks,
parking lots and the airport plowed and sanded through all types of winter weather. They are also
responsible for keeping the roads swept, patched and the entire town looking clean for the
residents and visitors. | have enjoyed meeting with many residents this past year and learning
their concerns and trying to assist them. | also am excited as the Town Council, Town Manager,
various committees and Department Managers move Lincoln forward into the future.

Fiscal Year 2015 has come and gone in the world of Cemetery, Parks and Recreation.
With the passing of the Fiscal Year, the department saw some exciting changes along with
success from the long-standing programs offered by the Recreation Department. The Parks,
Recreation, and Cemeteries Department bounded into the 21% Century this year with its own
Facebook page to promote its many activities and communicate schedules. On the page you can
also find a link to the Recreation Department Activities Google Calendar.

ACTIVITIES:

The summer of FY 2015 saw an abundance of activity and participation for the recreation
programs and staff. Over the course of the summer there were 402 people that participated in the
various activities offered by the Recreation Department. The most popular of these programs
were Swimming Lessons, USA Track and Field, T-Ball, and Farm League. During Homecoming
Week people came from all over Penobscot County to compete in the Annual 3-on-3
Tournament at the Prince Thomas Park Basketball Court, and over 180 children participated in
the always popular Beach Day. Beach Day includes a balloon toss contest, sand castle making
contest, and our famous Messy Obstacle Course. The kayaking program, which was made
possible with a generous grant from the Herb and Ellie Bailey Trust Fund, continued to gain
popularity from participants of all ages.

The Fall Season piggy-backed off a successful Summer Season and saw a high number of
participants in each of the programs. One hundred sixty seven children and adults participated in
K-4 Soccer, 5-6 Soccer, K-2 Flag Football, 2-4 Football, 5-6 Football, and Boot Camp. All of the
K-2 soccer participants received shirts that were donated by Tim Horton’s.

Thirty four boys and girls in grades 4-8 had an opportunity to participate in the Eastern
Maine Basketball League during the winter. They traveled to several different area towns to play,
and also hosted teams from several other towns. The program continues to receive positive
comments from parents, players, coaches, and officials. Programs offered this winter were
cheerleading, Eastern Maine Basketball League, 3-6 Basketball, K-2 Basketball, Precision
Dribbling, and Bootcamp Round 2. In all, 205 people took part in these activities.

The Lady Lynx Precision Dribble team was a state-wide success this year! The team was
comprised of girls in grades 2-5. Their ball-handling and dribbling performances were so
impressive they caught the eye of the Harlem Globetrotters. After performing their routine at
halftime of a Mattanawook Junior High basketball game, 2 Mattanawcook Academy varsity
basketball games, and at halftime of a University of Maine Men’s game at the Cross Insurance
Center they were contacted to perform as the opening act for the Harlem Globetrotters. The girls
received numerous standing ovations, positive comments, newspaper headlines and even had a
story about them aired on WABI TV 5. The team, coached by Frank Welch, Jackson
Weatherbee, Max Woodman, and Tressa Libby was comprised of Bryn Weatherbee, Elizabeth
Wyman, Alyssa Savage, Kylee Moody, Caroline Cowing, Rylee Bubar, Lauren House, Savannah
Chabot, Emily Garden, Samantha Gorrell, Molly Graham, Aderyn Stratton, Olivia Wheaton and
Chloe Wotton.
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The 12" Annual Lincoln Basketball Tournament went off without a hitch and was again
the major fundraiser for the future Recreation Center. In one weekend during early March, the
tournament drew many people from 11 towns to area businesses and raised over $2100! This
would not be possible without the help of countless volunteers.

This spring a new indoor soccer program was a huge hit with 100 K-5 participants.
Kindergarten to grade two basketball games were also a new addition that had 50 active kids
every Saturday morning. The Walking School Bus program took place on Wednesdays in May
and October. One Wednesday saw 90 children and their parents walking to school together!

The first annual #Lynx Rush took place this May. Justin Cloukey and his team of
volunteers put in many hours preparing for this hugely popular event. It was a 3 mile, 12+
obstacle course run that tested athletes and runners of all types. It took place at Mattanawcook
Academy and on the new Community Walking Trails. Wall climbs, rope swings, cargo nets and
more were just some of the obstacles the 200 participants conquered. This event was a great
economic boost to the Town of Lincoln and its many businesses.

CEMETERIES & PARKS:

The Garden Club was very instrumental in the work at both of the Main Street
monuments, along with a new Community Garden at the Recreation Lot this summer. The
monuments were redesigned and look great! The Community Garden was utilized by 12 families
growing vegetables for their own home use and donations to the food cupboard. The volunteers
in the Garden Club that helped with these projects were Glenn Bettencourt, Mary Keegan, Cullen
Stewart, Brenda Goodwin, Dottie Osgood, Steve Mclintyre, Dan MacEachern, Sue Goding, and
King Brothers Trucking.

The playgrounds at Ballard Hill and Prince Thomas Park were both updated with some
new equipment during FY15 thanks to the Herb and Ellie Bailey Trust Fund. A music making
Jam Shack has been added to Prince Thomas Park. It replaces the decades old School Bus.
Ballard Hill’s facelift included a Fire Engine Climber and a Merry-Go-All. They are great
additions to our playgrounds!

Phase 1 and 2 of the Community Walking and Fitness Trail has been completed! This
was truly a community-wide effort. Thank you to all the volunteers involved in this process;
David Irving, Sarah Sutherland, and Dorance Clay donated countless hours in various capacities
throughout the entire process. The trails have been utilized by many community members and
have also hosted many community events and sports teams. Fitness stations have been purchased
and will be installed in FY16 at regular intervals along the trail. It is an 8 station system that
features step by step instructional signs to guide users through 3 different exercises at each
station. The course will combine cardiovascular conditioning with muscle strengthening and
flexibility for comprehensive physical development.

Cemetery mapping was a priority during FY15. Melanie Rhodes has devoted much time
to cross-referencing the lot numbers on the old maps to the lot numbers on the new maps.

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Lincoln Memorial Library

In keeping with the strong history the library has had in the Lincoln community for over ninety
one years, we continue to evolve to meet the needs of the community. The library provides
access to services for everyone in the community and surrounding area communities as well. We
currently have over 32,000 cataloged items available for patron use. These items include Fiction
and Nonfiction books for all ages, Books on CD, Magazines, Newspapers, DVD’s for all ages,
Special Collections, Reference, Vertical Files, games, puzzles, Lego’s and so much more. Our
six public access computers in the adult area have been used fully every open day. We work
with anyone who needs help learning how to use a computer, set up an email account, apply for
unemployment, apply for jobs online as well as help build computer skills, resumes, cover
letters, tools to search for jobs online as well as our book resources to help them develop the
skills needed for their job search.
