Markets in the US and Europe are strong, giving us bigger earnings. Politics, natural
disasters and military situations haven’t affected the markets as of yet.

Our Alliance Bernstein accounts meet the criteria of sustainable investing and
environmental social governance investing. These give us a better rate of return and
more safety.

We have withdrawn, on average, about 6.7% this year from the accounts. Five to six
percent is sustainable. Our rate of return has kept up with our spending.
